However, the last few years have
seen the hard work the committee has put in really beginning to reap rewards and
this year is no exception. | am very proud that this year has seen an unprecedented
growth in the number and range of events we have held. We have been able to build
on recent years in terms of the calibre of speakers that have kindly agreed to
participate, the range of current and relevant issues and topics, the quality of
venues, and the range of formats and times.

Given the number of over-subscribed events we have had this year | can only
assume we are hitting the right buttons, at least more than some of the time.
However it is important that we continue to hear from you and get your feedback in
terms of what you think RTPI London should be doing for you, whether it is in
relation to events or representation or indeed any other activity.

My heartfelt thanks to all the speakers as well as those on this year's committee who
gave up their time to organise events. The success of these events and the general
smooth running of administrative matters this year are also in no small part due to
the efforts of our part-time coordinator Lucy Barton, who is just about to go on
maternity leave for a year. She will be sorely missed and we sincerely hope she will
decide to come back. Thanks must also go to our long suffering volunteer newsletter
editor Jon Barker, who has once again knocked up several editions of our newsletter
this year, soldiering on quietly and without complaint and often without much in the
way of thanks or help.

In addition to Lucy and Jon there is no doubt that this year would have been
practically impossible without the help of the RTPI London’s Honorary Secretary,
Richard Lemon. We have nominated him for Young Planner of the Year and
recommend him as a fine candidate more than deserving of your vote. He has
worked tirelessly on regional activities this year and despite having been imposed on
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many times, in ways that go above and beyond the call of duty, has always
responded positively and with unfailing good humour.

Next year the intention is that RTPI London will continue to grow and refine the
range of quality of CPD events as well as developing matters on a number of other
fronts where work was initiated this year.

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PROMOTION AND COMMUNICATIONS
RTPI London Newsletter: London Calling

RTPI London seeks to produce a high quality newsletter, ‘London Calling’, drawing
on contributions from the membership of the region as a whole. During 2007 RTPI
London has produced three newsletters, all of eight pages in length, containing a
wide range of articles, including follow up articles on recruitment and retention
issues within London, news of planning policy developments within London and
news of the variety of events the region has held throughout the year. This year has
also seen the continuation of the popular ‘spot the building’ competition.

Informal feedback on the newsletter has generally been very positive and it appears
to be a good way of communicating with the membership. However, a nhumber of
issues have presented themselves during 2007 which will require addressing in the
future. The most significant of these is the cost of printing and posting a hard copy
newsletter. A working group will be formed to look at the future of the newsletter, and
how it is delivered to RTPI London members, including the possibility of an e-mailed
newsletter, or the e-mailing of a link to a copy of the newsletter on the website.

RTPI London Web Pages and E-Bulletin

Following the relaunch of the RTPI website, RTPI London’s web pages have been
updated with new content. Additional content still needs to be added to the ‘member
only’ section. We have also sent out several e-bulletins to both members and non-
members with details of forthcoming events related to the built environment.

Building the Image of RTPI London

A key strand of RTPI London’s business plan this year was to raise our media
profile. Communications consultant Paul Dimoldenberg, of Quatro public relations,
met with members of the RAC to provide advice on how to improve the region’s
profile as well as improve member’s perceptions. A plan of action was subsequently
agreed and in 2008 the RTPI London is looking to:

Appoint a spokesperson with an existing media profile to speak on behalf of RTPI
London in relation to London planning issues

Hold a seminar on London Planning issues with speakers including senior
decision makers or figureheads, e.g. Members of Parliament

A seminar for planners in the region on speaking to the media.

London Planning Awards

RTPI London has no formal involvement in the London Planning Awards, which are
run jointly by the RTPI at national level, London First and the Mayor of London.
However, Richard Lemon, a member of RTPI London’s Regional Activities
Committee and Regional Management Board, has acted as judge for the 2007 on
behalf of the RTPI President.
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POLICY AND RESEARCH

Responses to Consultations

The views of RTPI London are regularly sought by Botolph Lane in order to inform
the Institute’s responses to policy consultations. Responses to consultations are
prepared by the Consultations Secretary on behalf of RTPI London. Any documents
received/responses made between meetings of the Regional Activities Committee
(RAC) are scheduled (together with their web links if available) on a short report to
the next meeting. If other members of the RAC have any comments upon any
document then these are incorporated into any response submitted to the Institute.

Since the previous AGM, RTPI London’s views have been sought in respect of 12
matters and some four responses were submitted to Botolph Lane. The topics
covered varied from the joint CLG/Treasury consultation upon Planning Gain
Supplement to the White Paper in the Summer of 2007. A full schedule of the
documents sent to RTPI London, together with the responses made, is attached as
Appendix 1 .

Of particular note:

The plethora of ODPM/CLG consultation which followed the Planning and
Compulsory Purchase Act 2004 abated until May 2007 when the consultation
began upon the White Paper and all its attendant supporting documents (see
Items 7 - 12).

In recent years, we have been through countless rounds of consultation
regarding reform of planning obligations and the proposed introduction of PGS.
Although the current proposal has been dropped, according to the Pre-Budget
report, CLG is to be responsible for progressing some form of tariff-based system
instead. By way of a forecast for 2008, this suggests that we can expect yet more
‘consultation’ upon this matter in the coming months.

Whereas in past years RTPI London has been contacted regularly throughout the
year by the Institute with details of consultations from CLG (as well as with details of
consultations from other sources such as DEFRA, or English Heritage) this source
has dried up recently. The Consultations Secretary has not received anything more
recent than 5 January 2007 (Item 5 “Housing for an ageing population”) as arriving
via Botolph Lane and crucially the details of the White Paper's consultation
documents were never sent to us by Botolph Lane. We understand that the reason
for this seems to be staff shortages due to illness and we are assured that normal
procedures will be resumed soon.

RTPI English Planning Policy Forum

RTPI London is represented on the RTPI English Planning Policy Forum - when it
convenes. It comprises representatives from RTPI Botolph Lane and the RTPI
regions. At the time of writing there have been no meetings to report on this year,
but last year's discussions looked at areas of common interest across the regions as
the LDF system was coming into play, e.g. the Lichfield and Stafford Core Strategy
decisions, the Barker Review. RTPI London was able to report on the progress
being made on the London Plan alterations and monitor progress on other Regional
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Spatial Strategies. We also heard about the RTPI's Effective Practice in Spatial
Planning and Community Planning Projects.

London Planning & Development Forum

The independent London Planning & Development Forum has had four meetings
this year. It comprises a set of representatives from the private, public and
community sectors. RTPI London sends a representative and has been able to
contribute to discussion on a range of issues including: the Planning White Paper,
the Housing Green Paper, the Use Classes Order and General Permitted
Development Order and on planning consultations for LDFs. The Forum also held a
mock EiP on the London Plan alterations in the run up to the hearings at City Hall.

Research Project: Planners Who Are Not
Members of the RTPI

In our business plan for 2007 we proposed research to identify those planners
working in London who are not members of the Institute and the reasons why. It has
now been agreed with other regions and Botolph Lane that this research should be
undertaken across the country, subject to funding being identified.

YOUNG PLANNERS

Two events were held aimed specifically at young planners - a quiz sponsored by
Judd Farris in March and a careers event hosted by Arup in September, at which
over 40 students, graduate planners and Licentiate members attended. A further
event planned for November was postponed due to illness and other commitments
amongst RAC members, but will be held in spring 2008. Paul Miner, the Deputy
Young Planner Representatives on the RAC, was appointed to the national Young
Planners’ Network steering group and helped to organise the Network conference in
Glasgow in October. In addition, links have been made between the RAC and the
new Young Planners’ groups forming outside London, with a view to working jointly
on events in 2008.
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WORKING WITH OTHERS
RTPI General Assembly

The role of the RTPI General Assembly is to act as a forum for debate about the
development of planning policy and practice, the corporate policy of the Chartered
Institute and other issues relevant to the objectives of the Chartered Institute. lan
Anderson attended three of four General Assembly meetings on behalf of RTPI
London, with Joanna Chambers attending the ‘away day’ to Bristol. He writes:

As a new incumbent of the position | have focused on sounding out the various
groups within Assembly, which can briefly be defined in three categories as: a)
generally young members who are keen for change; b) RTPI stalwarts, and; c) an
ambivalent middle group who perhaps used to belong to the a) category.

At the time of writing (October 2007) there is much discussion within Assembly over
the purpose and function of the Executive Board, with some members feeling that is
has become ‘dislocated’ from the rest of the General Assembly and perhaps more
relevantly, wider RTPI members. It is likely that this discussion, and the workshops
that have been set up to consider a framework against which improvements to
member structures might emerge, will form part of the agenda for 2008.

On a positive note, as a newcomer to the role | have been pleased that the General
Assembly has been keen to tackle some of the big planning issues head on (for
example, Planning Gain Supplement, Green Belt reviews, the house builder land
bank). As an example, the October General Assembly included ‘The Brown Housing
Agenda’ and the Callcutt Review of Housebuilding Delivery on the agenda, which
are topical and relevant to planners and society alike. In my opinion there is still too
much debate akin to ‘what does it mean to be a planner in the 21st Century?’ but
this perhaps reflects the fact that the General Assembly is a broad church of
practical planners and theorists.

Insofar as the General Assembly is relevant to RTPI London, London has the added
benefit of being close to Botolph Lane and close to Government and other important
stakeholders. Whilst it is important that London exerts influence over the General
Assembly it is equally the case that London can function as a strong entity in its own
right. | believe they are the twin challenges for us to take up in 2008.

Planning Aid for London

Strong links have been maintained with Planning Aid for London this year with two
members of the RAC and one member of the RMB sitting as trustees on PAL’s
Management Board, along with two PAL employees sitting on the RAC. The role of
the trustees includes ensuring PAL is run effectively through its management of its
staff, volunteers, work practices and fundraising arrangements.

RTPI London and PAL also work in partnership by hosting a number of joint events;
this year has included two events on LDF tests of soundness, a ‘Planning Together’
event looking at the integration of LDFs and Sustainable Community Strategies, as
well as a tour of the BedZED Development.
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WORKING WITH OTHERS
Planning Schools in London

RTPI London has sought to develop its links with the four London planning schools,
including Kingston University which has this year secured provisional RTPI-
accreditation for a planning course. Our careers event at Arup in September (see
also the Young Planners’ section) was particularly well attended by Kingston
planning students. The University of Westminster hosted our event on soundness of
development plan documents in May, and London South Bank University has hosted
two RTPI London events.

Both the Bartlett School of Planning and London South Bank University have shown
an interest in being involved in young planner events, and RAC members will look to
follow up on this in the 2008 events programme. There is need, however, for closer
liaison with the Education and Lifelong Learning Directorate at Botolph Lane to
ensure that RTPI London is aware in advance of events organised in London by
Botolph Lane aimed at students at planning schools.

RIBA London Urbanism & Planning Group

RIBA LUPG’s remit is to advance architecture in London by demonstrating public
benefit and working with co-professionals, particularly in planning and development.
A representative of RTPI London attends meetings of the LUPG. Opportunities for a
joint RTPI London/RIBA London/Design for London/Urban Design London event are
being explored through the LUPG.

Construction Industry Council London

The Construction Industry Council is an umbrella organisation representing the
construction industry professional institutes. CIC London specifically oversees the
progression of the construction profession in the capital and seeks ways in which the
various professional bodies can work together to provide a more coherent and
skilled construction profession in London. A representative from RTPI London
attends meetings of CIC London.

Planners from Overseas

RTPI London has continued to develop links with planners from overseas and in
particular the Planning Institute of Australia UK Branch (PIA UK) and the New
Zealand Planning Institute UK Branch. We have run a successful seminar on
planning around the world and are facilitating a meeting between PIA UK and
Botolph Lane to discuss the value and relevance of the PIA to RTPI membership
conversion course.
